1. OBJECTIVE 

1. To promote research aptitude and technical writing skills among students. 

2. To encourage innovation, analytical thinking, and problem-solving abilities. 

3. To provide a platform for presenting original research and review work. 

4. To enhance presentation and communication skills. 

 

2. ELIGIBILITY 

1. Open to Undergraduate (UG), Postgraduate (PG), and Diploma students. 

2. Participation may be individual or in a team of maximum four members. 

3. Participants from all engineering disciplines are eligible. 

4. Cross-institution participation is permitted. 

 

3. IMPORTANT DATES AND DEADLINES

2. Abstract Submission Deadline: 5 April 2026 (11:59 PM) 

3. Full Paper Submission Deadline: 7 April 2026 (11:59 PM) 

4. Presentation (PPT) Submission Deadline: 9 April 2026 (12:00 Noon)

4. MODE OF PARTICIPATION 

1. The competition will be conducted in hybrid mode (Online and Offline). 

2. Participants must select their preferred mode during registration. 

3. No change in mode will be permitted after registration. 

 

5. COMPETITION STRUCTURE 

1. Submission of full technical paper is mandatory. 

2. Submission of abstract (maximum 500 words) is mandatory. 

3. Theme: Papers must be based on emerging and relevant engineering technologies and 

innovations. 

4. All registered participants will be allowed to present. 

5. There will be no abstract shortlisting. 

6. Presentation round will be conducted for all valid submissions. 

 

6. PAPER SUBMISSION GUIDELINES 

1. Paper must be submitted in PDF format. 

2. Paper length shall be minimum 4 pages and maximum 6 pages. 

3. Paper must follow IEEE standard format. 

4. Paper must include Title, Abstract, Keywords, Introduction, Literature Review, 

Methodology, Results, Conclusion, and References. 

5. File naming format: TPC_CollegeName_TeamLeaderName.pdf 

6. Plagiarism must not exceed 15%. 



 
 

7. PRESENTATION GUIDELINES 

1. Presentation duration: 7 minutes. 

2. Question & Answer session: 3 minutes. 

3. Presentation must be in PPT or PDF format. 

4. Offline participants must report 30 minutes before the scheduled time. 

5. Online participants must ensure stable internet and keep camera ON. 

6. Submission of presentation file prior to event is mandatory for online participants.
